Reflection:
Who are you?  A nobody?  Alone?  A number?  A statistic?  Nobody would care if you vanished tomorrow?  Actually, Somebody would!  Whether you know Him now or not doesn’t matter, for He has always known you, even before you or the world was!  The psalmist says, “Your eyes saw my unformed substance; in your book were written, every one of them the days that were formed for me, when as yet there was none of them (Psalm 139:16).”  And even more amazing, He died so we could be adopted into His Kingdom as sons and daughters, not beggars and wretches, but true children of God!  If you haven’t, it is time to run Home to your Heavenly Father!
